We know that it takes both time and personal involvement to make the most of your Rotary experience.  The first year in Rotary is very important, and we have established a set of minimum expectations, intended to get new members acquainted with other members of the Rotary Club of Charleston and involved in some of our projects.

New members keep their “red badge” until the nine items listed below have been accomplished, whereupon they “graduate” to full member status and a blue badge.  These activities should be relatively easy to complete during the first year of membership.

The Rotary office will keep records of these events.  As these items are completed, please be sure to advise our Executive Secretary, Carroll Schweers, by e-mail:  chasrot@comcast.net.  There are our minimum expectations of a member during his/her first year:

1)  New members must attend (or make-up) at least 75% of Rotary Club of Charleston luncheon meetings in the first 12 months of membership.  Rotary committee meetings, non-profit board meetings, Adopt-A-Highway and other service-related activities all qualify as make-up activities. Long-term attendance requirements are 60% on a semi-annual basis, and no more than four (4) consecutive missed meetings without a make-up.

2)  Buy or sell one ticket to our annual Rotary fundraiser.

3)  Serve as a volunteer at our annual Rotary fundraiser.

4)  Act as Greeter for 1 regularly scheduled Rotary meeting.

5)  Perform 4 hours of any Rotary service-related activity.

6)  Actively participate in the work of at least 1 committee (may be the same as #5 above).

7)  Participate in 2 out of 3 of these administrative functions of the Rotary Club of Charleston – Invocation & pledge, introducing visiting Rotarians & guests, or Health & Happiness.

8)  Attend 1 Rotary Club of Charleston board meeting during your first 6 months.

9)  Membership dues paid in full before receiving blue badge.
